OReligious services and ceremonies (for example Baptisms, First
Communions, Confirmations, Weddings & Funerals) can proceed with 50%
of venue capacity, regardless of immunity status of attendees.

(Subject to appropriate protective measures including social distancing as
much as possible, hand sanitising, face masks etc).

All other measures designed to minimise necessary physical interaction
during services should be maintained.”

In view of this every 2" row is now available, families or social pods are
encouraged to use full rows. Some parishioners may still wish to attend
mass from outside the church.
